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1. Give people time to settle and adjust and continue to have regular open
discussions, with guests about timelines of hosting. For example, arrange some
monthly check- ins (maybe share a meal) and discuss how they are doing and
plans for moving on after hosting.

2. Think carefully about being helpful. For example, ask the guest what
support/advice they may need as unsolicited advice can create tensions.

3. If communication and co-living situation is becoming difficult, please reach out to
your local council ‘Homes for Ukraine’ team for advice/guidance.
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Sign up for Preparing for the end of Hosting session for those who have welcomed refugees
on the Homes for Ukraine Scheme.

This is an hour and a half long online interactive training session. It will help you plan for the
end of your hosting from the very beginning. We will discuss tools and techniques to help
your guest prepare for living independently, navigating system on their own and make
informed decisions about their future.
